In Godly play, we say that what makes a feast a feast is 
not what you eat but who you eat it with.  
 

The Gospel theme this week is about feasting. The story 
of the feeding of the more than 5000 by Jesus on the 
banks of the river Galilee is iconic in all the Gospels and 
central to our understanding of the Eucharist. In 

Matthew’s Gospel, there is a clear contrast between Herod’s gluttonous, 
decadent spread and Jesus Christ’s generous banquet of fish and bread 
among the more than 5000. There are several striking contrasts:   
 

 - Herod’s gluttonous spread is exclusive and excluding 
restricting attendance to the rich and the ruling.  
- Jesus’ banquet is inclusive and embracing of all people, even 
inviting creation into the feast as people picnic alongside the 
river.  
 

Herod’s spread is death dealing – John 
the Baptist loses his head at this feast.  
 

Jesus Christ’s banquet is life giving, abundant and 
extravagant with plenty to share.  
 

Reflecting on feasting in Matthew’s Gospel, it is with 
much gratitude that I acknowledge the time, effort, thought and generosity 
that went into welcoming and embracing me as your new rector. I would like 
to thank the wardens and parish leaders for their preparations and gifts to us. 
I would also like to thank you the church for your presence and your 
contributions to the feast we enjoyed afterwards. My arrival and 
commissioning here at Alstonville was truly like the Banquet of Jesus: life-
giving, embracing, accepting and celebrating. What made the feast the 
feast was not only the delicious food we ate, but who we ate it with – each 
other.

“I am who I am because you are who you are.” 
 

The ancient seafarers drifted off their correct paths from time to time. Similarly, I 
wander away from these life statement jewels. Phrased another way, in the stress 
of modern day living these jewels become covered in mud.

 Spending A LOT OF time in silence, solitude and contemplative prayer (like 
most Anglican clergy, I am intensely introverted and my love for people is

 Hiking and mountain biking through the Australian bush 
 

 Reading and writing 
 

 Enjoying the companionship of the ocean whose energy is so 
healing
